This year is the 6th year of ‘design MADE-Manifesto for Annual Design
Exhibition’ which is the platform of design festival to share new
orientations and experiments of design.

This year’s theme suggests the idea of an ‘A souvenir from past’ with the
connotation of a good and nice object, specifically meaning an object
made not only from a simple recycling process but from rethinking of the
whole production and circulation process of the article, with a design
perspective. ‘Souvenir’ in Korean pronounces as ‘sun-mool(ME, j£4)’
and the same pronunciation(#g, #4%J) has a meaning of ‘good objects’.
This can be understood as Up-cycling which is the upgraded Re-cycling,
different from a simple recycling process. It is the sustainable design
methodology using unused and discarded material to search for a new
possibility of green production methods. You will be able to find bright
and special design solutions shown in the various works of furniture,
small objets, toys and lightings, etc that represent actual practical
examples.
